WELCOME

The Chairman welcomed the attendees and extended compliments of the season to all.

APOLOGIES

The apologies as mentioned above were noted.

MATTERS ARISING

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

As usual the Chairman reported back on the past year’s incidents in and around CKN.   He further advised that monthly Committee meetings will try to be held every second month, and every alternate meeting be ‘open’ to all CKN residents.  It was noted that the second Dunmar car during the festive months had been a success and that numerous calls had been made by members to have this as a permanent arrangement.     

DUNMAR SECURITY

The Chairman advised that the Dunmar patrollers had been paid a year-end bonus.

The call by members for a second daytime car was discussed by the Committee and it was agreed that this should take place.  However, this second car is not affordable on the present subscription of R100.00 per month.   It was decided that the financing of this extra shift could be achieved by an increase of R50.00 per month from individual members to the current R100.00 per month.    The basis of this increase is a straight ratio; two shifts per day per month cost R100.00 therefore three shifts will entail a member’s subscription of R150.00 per month.    The subscriptions for the various complexes will be amended accordingly.   This new subscription will become effective on 1 March 2012.    The second day shift will be staggered to the current one.  

Members will be advised of this in a communication from the Chairman.  In this communication it will be made clear that if certain members feel that they are unable to make this additional commitment they are invited to communicate in writing to the Chairman asking for exemption.

It was made clear that CKN is open to all residents who apply for membership regardless of their actual individual subscriptions.

FINANCE 
The Treasurer reported that the finances were sound and we are currently operating with a two months float.

MEMBERSHIP DRIVE

A membership drive will be undertaken to further increase the Association.

Jenny reported that the website was constantly updated.  A brochure was in print.

PATROLS

Liezel reported that there was a need for more patrollers.  This was debated as CKN would now have an additional Dunmar car.  Liezel said that the few members patrolled for the benefit of the community.  However it was recognized that this ’spirit’ might wane if no further visible support was forthcoming from other members.

AREA MAINTENACE

Johannesburg Roads have been contacted with regards to the mowing of the grass verges and have confirmed that CKN was on the itinerary.   Peter will continue to clean the area on a regular basis.  

It was pointed out that the trees running along Kroton were hanging over the fence which allows people to climb over.  The offending branches are to be trimmed.  

The path along Constantia Drive is in places overgrown to the extent that people have to walk in the road.  A request was made for these areas to also be trimmed.

Dynamix House to be requested to remove the rubble alongside the storm water drain  either side of the fence and thus remove a ‘stepping stone’ over the fence.

GENERAL

Speeding

It was noted that speeding was becoming a major issue.  The Chairman stated that due to his current workload he was unable to proceed with this matter and requested that a group of concerned members form a sub-committee to take this matter further with the authorities.

Old Caravan Park

The proposed fencing of the old entrance has been placed on hold pending clarification of legal designated access points.  It has also been noticed that a number of people are living in the existing rondavels that are on the site.  The legality of these people needs to be clarified with the owner and if needed action can then be taken with regards to their removal.

The Chairman thanked the attendees and there being no further business, declared the meeting to be closed.
