Admittedly everyone living in CKN benefits from the activities and efforts of CKN by amongst 
other things, a 24 car riding around – proactive security – and increased or sustained house 
prices as the area is also maintained. 

In the ideal world we would not have to look after our own safety our area maintenance and it is a 
sad fact of today that we need to be proactive and look after our neighborhood. It is of no use 
pointing fingers but rather for one to get involved and take a stand against crime and lack of ser-
vice delivery. 
 
So are you a member? If not, please join us. You may contact me on the details below and I will 
gladly pop around and meet you and fill you in on who and what CKN is and does. 
 
At present the monthly subs go largely to paying for the 24 hour patrol car riding around. Every-
one in the area knows the car. We fly close to the wind with our monthly income and so we need 
to do some fund raising. 
 
Subs remain at R100 per month or whatever is affordable. I would like you as a member at any 
contribution. 

We have made use of a garden service to assist with some cleaning in the area and also the services of a gar-
dener. He mainly picks up litter in the area. 
 
It is sad to see how people dump in open areas, litter and show little regard for their neighbors. We recently 
had a house front cleaned as it had become overgrown and filthy. Rats had also become a problem but the 
biggest issue were the two suspects caught robbing the house and who had possible been living in the house 
for some time! Do you know your neighbors? 
 
We would also like to buy the Aqua drivers a digital camera to tackle photos of suspicious cars. 
We also need new stickers for all those that live in the area. 
And we need to fix a fence! 
 
Our target is R 10 000 in the next two months. Sounds a lot but we have 501 families as part of CKN. Divide 
that up and we are not asking much.

Businesses from home. We have numerous businesses being run from 
home. Please do not impose on your neighbors and be mindful that this 
is a residential area. For those that are unhappy with noise or the like, 
we have many by-laws in place so please make use of these. 

Barking dogs. Again please be mindful of your neighbors. 

Wednesday is dirt bin day. Please do not put out your bin days before 
or leave it standing out days after collection. The SAPS have picked up 
the linkage between bins standing out and burglaries. Do not make 
yourself a target by leaving the impression you are not at home. 

The health department has been contacted about the open area that 
was the old caravan park. It has become overgrown, rats have moved 
and the area is also a get away for muggers. Warn your domestic about 
walking past the area. Again, a pity residents have started dumping 
here.
